Description
Leniolisib (Joenja®) is a kinase inhibitor.

FDA Approved Indication(s)
Joenja is indicated for the treatment of activated phosphoinositide 3-kinase delta (PI3K0)
syndrome (APDS) in adult and pediatric patients 12 years of age and older.

Policy/Criteria
Provider must submit documentation (such as office chart notes, lab results or other clinical
information) supporting that member has met all approval criteria.

It is the policy of health plans affiliated with Centene Corporation® that Joenja is medically
necessary when the following criteria are met:

I. Initial Approval Criteria
A. Activated Phosphoinositide 3-Kinase 6 Syndrome (must meet all):
1. Diagnosis of APDS;

2. Prescribed by or in consultation with an immunologist;

3. Age> 12 years;

4. Weight > 45 kg;

5. Confirmed PI3Ko genetic mutation of either the PIK3CD (APDSI) or PIK3R1
(APDS2) gene;

6. Documentation of at least one measurable nodal lesion on a computed tomography
(CT) or magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) scan;

7. Evidence of clinical findings and manifestations compatible with APDS/PASLI (e.g.,
history of repeated oto-sino-pulmonary infections and/ or organ dysfunctions) (see
Appendix D);

8. Dose does not exceed both of the following (a and b):

a. 140 mg per day;
b. 2 tablets per day.

Approval duration: 6 months

B. Other diagnoses/indications (must meet 1 or 2):
1. If this drug has recently (within the last 6 months) undergone a label change (e.g.,
newly approved indication, age expansion, new dosing regimen) that is not yet
reflected in this policy, refer to one of the following policies (a or b):
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a. For drugs on the formulary (commercial, health insurance marketplace) or PDL
(Medicaid), the no coverage criteria policy for the relevant line of business:
CP.CPA.190 for commercial, HIM.PA.33 for health insurance marketplace, and

nodal lesions from baseline prior to initiating leniolisib;

If request is for a dose increase, new dose does not exceed both of the following (a

and b):

a. 140 mg per day;

b. 2 tablets per day.

Approval duration: 12 months
